Individual Kumite: A maximum of 2 athletes per country may participate. 
 

Kumite team: The female team members will be three starters plus one substitute, and the 
male teams will be five starters plus two reserves. Only one team per division and country can 
participate.

All reservations are subject to availability. To respect the rates granted, make your 
reservation before January 15 with 50% of the payment and settle the entirety before February 
15. If your last price is not within the indicated date, the Organizing Committee will not be 
responsible for maintaining the reservation with the required specifications.  
 

Rates include breakfast buffet, lunch costs USD 12, and dinner costs USD 13.  
To reserve lunch and dinner, it is necessary to inform the organizing committee of the 
amount required per country, with 15 days' notice, before the arrival of the Delegation. 
 
All reservations, without exception, must be made only through the Organizing 
Committee. Upon arrival at the hotel, every delegation member will have the 
corresponding bracelet to guarantee their attention, safety, and services.

TRANSPORTATION: 
 
To guarantee transportation from the airport to the hotel where they will stay, they must send 
to the Organizing Committee, at least 20 days in advance, the number of people, airline, flight 
number, and arrival time in the formats that the federation will provide. 
 
The organizing committee will only receive two different itineraries per country. In case there 
are multiple itineraries, the organizing committee will establish the departure times from the 
airport to the hotel, depending on the information previously sent. In this sense, it is of the 
utmost importance to know the requested information in time. 
 
The organizing committee is NOT responsible for internal transportation for those delegations 
that do not report their arrival information at the indicated time and those that are not staying 
at the official hotel or have not made their reservation through the Organizing Committee. 
 
12.- MEDICAL 
 
MEDICAL SERVICE.- The CCCK and the Organizing Committee will only be responsible for 
the first aid medical service in the place of competition and training. For any medical or hospital 
attention originating outside it, the insurance will provide a transfer to a public medical center 
or a private one, but the country will cover the costs. 
 
The participating foreign delegations must cover medical care outside the sports venue. 
 
HEALTH INSURANCE.- Each national federation must have insurance from its participating 
Delegation. 



 
COVID MEASURES DURING THE COMPETITION 
 
All athletes, referees, coaches, officials, the medical team, the press, and the public must wear 
a face mask during the event. The mask can be removed to compete. There will be plenty of 
hand sanitizer available for those who want to use it. 
 
The countries that require it will have the PCR or ANTIGEN test available for the return of their 
countries of origin. 
 
If required, please contact the organizing committee and schedule the application times. 
 
13.- RESTRICTIONS TO ENTER MEXICO 
 
Mexico has not adopted restrictions for the air entry of visitors.
