COACH To be a coach you have to be dressed in a tracksuit. 

RULES Make sure that parents and children NOT competing are in the stands. 

                        Competitors who are not competing stay in the stands or in the warm-up area. 

Prepare the competitors in advance with their equipment. 
 If you don’t have a coach accreditation you don’t have the acces to enter the 

competition area. 

Number of coaches on the tournament for each club. 

The competition will be on 4 tatami. 

 

1-5 competitors   1 coach 

6-10 competitors  2 coaches 

11-15 competitors   3 coaches 

16-20 competitors  4 coaches 

21-25 competitors   5 coaches 

26 and more competitors  6 coaches 

 

COACH There will be a coach meeting both days at 08.30-08.45 am in the Kristianstad 

MEETING Arena on tatami 2. 

KUMITE LICENS To compete (14 yrs and up) Swedish competitors need to have a competition licens 

to compete. 

Foreign competitors don’t need a licens to compete in Sweden. 

AWARD When the category is finished there will be a price ceremony directly after. 
CEREMONY  The competitor should dress in a karate-Gi or track suit at the ceremony. 

There will not be room for any photographing for clubs inside the venue. We will do 

the photographing and publish the photos at our  

Facebook page: Swedish Karate Open. 

TIME SCHEDULE The time schedule is preliminary and the starting times for the categories may vary.  

CHECKPOINT All competitors and coaches must go through the checkpoint (D-Hall) before entering 

the competition area. You will find the checkpoint in the warm-up area.  

You, as coach and competitor, have the responsibility to be at the checkpoint on 

time. If we call for the categorie to compete and we can't find any competitor at the 

warm-up area you cant compete.  

 We will not call for you in the arena. Be ready with your equipment in the warm-up 

area for transport to the competition area with our staff. 

If you are uncertain about your competing time you have to contact the staff in the 

warm up area for information.
